Surface Preparation:
For best results, the surface to be covered must be dry and free of dust, wax, grease, or oil.

Measuring:
Using the prescribed ration of Granicrete Texture Blend to water as instructed in the System
manual produces best results.

Mixing Tools:
Mixing container- Should have smooth flat bottom and be clean and dust free.
Mixing Paddle - Must use drill and paddle mixer assuring until texture is thoroughly mixed
having no clumps. Period mixing is recommended to maintain texture consistency throughout
installation.
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Mixing and Application:

Certified Installers must reference Granicrete’s Countertop Training Manual per the individual

stages required.

Drying Time:

Drying time is enhanced with warmer ambient temperature and moving air.

direct heat to surface.

Clean Up:

Clean up Granicrete Countertop Texture Blend should be done while it is in its liquid state.
After it has been cured, it can be removed by mechanical grinding. Therefore, it is advisable to
clean your tools immediately after use.
